COUNTRY'S PRESSING POLITICAL AND ECONOMIC ISSUES. KADOJE-

-- THE BASIC CAUSE OF YUGOSLAVIA'S MANY PROBLEMS IS IN

ING PARTY CONGRESS. THE ARMY PARTY COMMITTEE SPECIFICALLY
TERMED THE CREATION OF A MULTI-PARTY SYTEM “UNACCEPT-
ABLE” AND SAID THE LEAGUE OF COMMUNISTS OF YUGOSLAVIA
(LCY) “MUST REMAIN THE LEADING IDEOLOGICAL AND POLITICAL
FORCE IN SOCIETY.” THE COMMITTEE ALSO SAID SOCIALLY-OWNED

WE SUSPECT THAT THE APPARENT DIVERGENCE BETWEEN
KADIJEVIC AND THE JNA PARTY ORGANIZATION IS AS MUCH THE RE-

CONTRAST IS MUCH MORE SYMPATHETIC TOWARD MILOSEVIC. ALL

--  THE CURRENT SYSTEM GIVES THE ARMY A PRIVILEGED PO-

THAT SAID, THE ARMY APPEARS PREPARED TO ACCEPT -- AND

ESSARY FOR DEFENSE OF THE NATION. STATEMENTS BY MILITARY

TO THE SLOVENIAN PRESIDENCY, L.E. IT WAS NOT A MILITARY INITI-
ATIVE. -
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-- FACED WITH A SITUATION IN WHICH ANY POLICY CHOICE
WOULD CARRY SERIOUS COSTS IN TERMS OF THE ARMY'S RELA-
TIONS TO THE POPULATION AND THE INTERNAL COHESION OF THE
DRAFT-BASED ENLISTED RANKS, THE ARMY EMPHASIZED THAT THE
PRESIDENCY CONTROLS ITS ACTIONS AND THAT IT HAD NO INTEN-
TION OF STEPPING IN AGAINST ONE OF YUGOSLAVIA" S NATIONS.
THE ARMY’ S “POLICY,” AS REITERATED BY KADIJEVIC, IS TO IGNORE

POPULAR EXPECTATIONS ARE OUTFLANKING THE “NON-PARTY”
LINE OF DEFENSE.

-- UNDER THE PROPOSED ELECTIONS GUIDELINES ADOPTED
OCTOBER 18 BY THE SOCIALIST ALLIANCE FOR WORKING PEOPLE
OF YUGOSLAVIA (SAWP -- HISTORICALLY THE MASS PARTY FRONT
ORGANIZATION, BUT CLEARLY BECOMING SOMETHING OF A FREE
AGENT), CANDIDATES FROM ALTERNATIVE POLITICAL “ASSOCIA-
TIONS” COULD THEORETICALLY WIN SEATS ON THE FEDERAL PRES-
IDENCY, AND HENCE SHARE COMMAND OF THE ARMY.

--THE ECONOMIC CHANGES SOUGHT BY THE ARMY MAY REQUIRE
CONCOMITANT ELIMINATION OF LCY POLITICAL DOMINANCE TO
SUCCEED. THE 28™ LCY PLENUM, ACCORDING TO INITIAL REPORTS,
APPROVED A DRAFT DOCUMENT ON POLITICAL REFORM THAT THE-
ORETICALLY OPENS THE DOOR TO A MULTI-PARTY SYSTEM -- MUCH
TO THE OBVIOUS SURPRISE AND UNHAPPINESS OF THE JNA" S CC
MEMBERS.

OUR SENSE IS THAT JNA LEADERSHIP, BEWILDERED BY THE
COURSE OF CHANGE ON THE POLITICAL SCENE AND TO SOME EX-
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TENT INTERNALLY DIVIDED, WILL FALL BACK ON CONTINUED OBE-
DIENCE TO THE CONSTITUTION AS A ROCKIN UNSTEADY SEAS. THIS
MEANS FUNDAMENTALLY, ACCEPTING THE AUTHORITY OF A PRES-
IDENCY THAT HAS ALREADY TAKEN STEPS TOWARD BECOMING A
POPULARLY-ELECTED BODY THROUGH THE USE OF REFERENDA TO
SELECT HALF OF ITS MEMBERS. MOREOVER, WE BELIEVE THAT
MOST OF YUGOSLAVIA'S OFFICERS ARE PATRIOTS, AND SINCERELY
BELIEVE THEY ARE THE DEFENDERS OF THE PEOPLE; ULTIMATE-
LY, POLITICAL ATTITUDES IN THE ARMY ARE LIKELY TO MIRROR TO
SOME EXTENT THOSE IN SOCIETY IN GENERAL. POPULAR SUPPORT
FOR A TRULY DEMOCRATIC SYSTEM, SHOULD ONE EVOLVE, PROBA-
BLY WOULD EVENTUALLY LEAVE ITS MARK ON THE OFFICERS CORPS,
AND EVEN MORE SO AMONG THE ENLISTED PERSONNEL.

WE CAN IMAGINE SEVERAL EVENTS, HOWEVER, WHICH COULD
PROVOKE THE MILITARY TO INTERVENE MORE ACTIVELY IN THE PO-
LITICAL SYSTEM:

-- A REVERSAL OF THE CURRENT TIDE TOWARDS REFORM IN
THE USSR AND SOME EASTERN EUROPEAN COUNTRIES THAT WOULD
CREATE A NEW “CONVENTIONAL WISDOM” THAT SOCIALIST/COM-
MUNIST SOCIETIES ARE NOT AMENABLE TO RAPID REFORM.

NATO CONFIDENTIAL
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-- SERIOUS INTER-ETHNIC VIOLENCE OCCURS IN YUGOSLAVIA
OR PART OF THE COUNTRY ATTEMPTS TO SECEDE. WE SUSPECT
THIS POINT IS MOOT, AS ANY IMAGINABLE FEDERAL PRESIDENCY
WOULD ORDER THE ARMY TO ACT UNDER SUCH CIRCUMSTANCES IN
ANY EVENT.

--YUGOSLAVIA’S ECONOMIC REFORMS FAIL TO ASSURE THE MIL-
ITARY ADEQUATE FUNDING FOR ITS INTERNALLY-PERCEIVED MINI-
MUM NEEDS.

CONCLUSION

IN SUM, WE SEE THE ARMY CAUGHT IN THE SAME DILEMMAS
OF POLITICAL AND ECONOMIC REFORMS AS THE OTHER BUILDING
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BLOCKS OF THE OLD SYSTEM. PERHAPS, IN THE END, THE GENERAL
WILL PROVE MORE ADAPTABLE THAN THE LCY’S POLITICIANS. THE
JNA, AT LEAST, HAS SOME REASON FOR BEING OTHER THAN THE EX-
ERCISE OF POWER AND PRIVILEGE.

KEEPING WITH THE REPUBLIC" S SOVEREIGNTY IN A CONFEDERA-
TION -- BUT COULD WELL STRIKE THE ARMY AS SECESSIONIST IF IM-
PLEMENTED. SO, TOO, COULD THE DEMOS PLAN TO BLOCK FURTHER
MILITARY SERVICE BY SLOVENE BOYS OUTSIDE SLOVENIA.

AUTHORITY TO ACT

WE SUGGESTED THAT ANY CONCEIVABLE FEDERAL PRESIDENCY
WOULD ORDER THE ARMY TO PREVENT SECESSION BY A REPUBLIC,
RELIEVING THE GENERALS OF THE TEMPTATION TO ACT OUTSIDE
THE CONSTITUTION. WE STILL BELIEVE THE FEDERAL PRESIDEN-
CY BY MAJORITY VOTE WOULD AUTHORIZE USE OF FORCE IN THE
CASE OF OUTRIGHT SECESSION BY ONE REPUBLIC. WITH CROATIA
NOW APPARENTLY JOINIG SLOVENIA IN WILLINGNESS TO CONSIDER
MOVES TOWARD SEPARATION IF ITS OBJECTIVES OF A LOOSER CON-
FEDERATION ARE NOT MET, HOWEVER, THE BALANCE OF FORCES
IS CONSIDERABLY DIFFERENT. THERE ARE ALREADY SOME SIGNS
THAT SLOVENIA AND CROATIA WILL WORK TOGETHER IN SEEKING
CHANGE. SHOULD BOTH REPUBLICS SEEK TO LEAVE YUGOSLAVIA SI-
MULTANEOUSLY, THE PRESIDENCY MIGHT BE UNABLE OR UNWILL-
ING TO ACT.

MOREOVER, THE PRESIDENCY COULD ALSO SPLIT DOWN THE
MIDDLE OVER THE PROPER RESPONSE TO ACTIONS THAT ARE
MERELY STEPS TOWARD EXTREMELY LOOSE CONFEDERATION (THE
DEMOS’ AND TUDJMAN'S IDEA LOOKS MORE LIKE A TREATY AR-
RANGEMENT OF INDEPENDENT STATES). MACEDONIA AND BOSNIA
MAY BE WILLING TO GO ALONG WITH GREATER CONFEDERALISM,
ACCOUNTING FOR -- WITH SLOVENIA AND CROATIA -- 4 OF THE
PRESIDENCY'S 8 VOTES.

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THE JNA, IN THE CASE OF A SPLIT, WOULD HAVE TO SIT ON ITS
HANDS, ACT ALONE, OR INTIMIDATE THE PRESIDENCY INTO “OR-
DERING” MILITARY INTERVENTION. ONE WILD CARD TO KEEP IN
MIND IS THAT THE PRESIDENCY OF THE COLLECTIVE FEDERAL
PRESIDENCY ROTATES IN MAY FROM SLOVENE JANEZ DRNOVSEK TO
SERB CONSERVATIVE NATIONALIST BORISAV JOVIC. JOVIC WOULD
LIKELY MAKE AN ALLY FOR THE JNA, ALTHOUGH THE PRESIDENT
HAS ONLY ONE VOTE WITHIN THE PRESIDENCY.

SHOULD THE PRESIDENCY SPLIT ON HOW TO HANDLE EITHER
OUTRIGHT SECESSION OR ON MOVES TOWARD SEPARATION, THE
QUESTION ARISES WHETHER THE JNA WOULD BE WILLING TO ACT
ON ITS OWN. THE JNA DEMONSTRATED A WILLINGNESS TO TAKE
AT LEAST SOME APPARENTLY UNILATERAL STEPS WHEN IT FILED
CRIMINAL CHARGES ON ELECTION-EVE AGAINST JOZE PUCNIK. THE
JNASPOKESMEN, HOWEVER, EMPHASIZED APRIL 11 THAT THE ARMY
WILL STRICTLY OBEY YUGOSLAVIA'S CONSTITUTION AND LAWS.

SOME MILITARY CONSIDERATIONS

SHOULD IT DECIDE TO TAKE MILITARY ACTION, HOWEVER, THE
JNAWOULD FACE A PROBLEM OF FAR DIFFERENT MAGNITUDE THEN
MOSCOW FACES IN LITHUANIA -- A COMPARISON NOT LOST ON THE
YUGOSLAV PLAYERS. THE SCENARIO WOULD ALMOST CERTAINLY AT
A MINIMUM INVOLVE BOTH SLOVENIA AND CROATIA, WHICH AC-
COUNT FOR 29 PERCENT OF THE COUNTRY'S POPULATION, MOST OF
ITS MODERN INDUSTRY, AND NEARLY ALL OF ITS COASTLINE.

THE FIFTH MILITARY DISTRICT (WHICH COVERS NON-COAST-
AL SLOVENIA AND CROATIA), GIVEN ITS STRATEGIC LOCATION, IS
MANNED BY A LARGE FORCE OF WELL-EQUIPPED UNITS, INCLUDING
THE JNA’S MOST MODERN MECHANIZED BATTALIONS. THE JNA HAS
ALL THE ASSETS IN PLACE THAT IT NEEDS FOR AN INITIAL SEIZURE
OF POWER FROM CIVILLIAN AUTHORITIES. ON THE OTHER HAND,
THE JNA WOULD HAVE TO BE YUGOSLAV SYSTEM OF TERRITORIAL
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DEFENSE, WHICH INCLUDES THE STORAGE OF MAJOR STOCKS OF
WEAPONS AND AMMUNITION IN OR NEAR CIVILIAN CONCERNED
THAT SEIZURE OF POWER, WHILE LIKELY TO BE SUCCESSFUL INI-
TIALLY, COULD SET OFF RESISTANCE BY THE YUGOSLAV POPULATION.

NATO CONFIDENTIAL
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THE FACILITIES SUCH AS FACTORIES, MIGHT ALLOW SIGNIFI-
CANT CIVILIAN OPPOSITION BY ARMED AND TRAINED CIVILIANS.
THE NON-COMMUNIST GOVERNMENTS IN SLOVENIA AND CROATIA
WOULD HAVE THE POWER TO MOBILIZE THE TERRITORIAL DE-
FENSE FORCES (TDF). MOREOVER, SHOULD PROLONGED RESIST-
ENCE DEVELOP, THE JNA WOULD FACE THE INSUPERABLE TASK OF
TRYING TO SEAL OFF YUGOSLAVIA'S WESTERN BORDERS FROM A
LIKELY FLOW OF SUPPLIES AND SUPPORTERS.

THE JNA LEADERSHIP, FURTHERMORE, LIKELY REALIZES THAT
USE OF TROOPS FOR INTERNAL POLICE ACTION AGAINST ANY OF
THE SLAVIC GROUPS (AS OPPOSED TO THE ALBANIANS IN KOSO-
VO) WOULD RISK THE DISINTEGRATION OF THE MILITARY -- PAR-
TICULARY IF SIGNIFICANT VIOLENCE ENSUED. NON-SERB OFFICERS
CONSTITUTE APPROXIMATELY 40 PERCENT OF THE OFFICER CORPS,
AND THE VARIOUS ETHNIC GROUPS ARE PROPORTIONATELY REPRE-
SENTED IN THE SENIOR RANKS. MOREOVER, WHILE SERBS ACCOUNT
FOR 31 PERCENT OF ALL DRAFTEES, A LARGE SHARE OF CONSRIPTS
WOULD BE POTENTIALLY UNRELIABLE IN AN EXERCISE THAT ALL
WOULD RECOGNIZE AS BACKED, IF NOT INSPIRED, BY SERBIA. SPEC-
ULATION IS ALREADY SPREADING OF AN ARMY-SERBIAN ALLIANCE
AFTER AMEETING BETWEEN KADIJEVIC AND SERBIAN STRONGMAN
MILOSEVIC JUST PRIOR TO THE SECRETARY’'S TRIP NORTH, AND A
WREAT LAYING BY MILOSEVIC AT THE TOMB OF THE UNKNOWN
SOLDIER -- WITH A MILITARY ESCORT -- SHORTLY THEREAFTER.
FOLLOWING ARE THE PERCENTAGE SHARES OF THE COSCRIPTS
FORCES OF SEVERAL NON-SERB ETHNIC GROUPS:

-SLOVENE 7.0
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-ALBANIAN 9.0
-MACEDONIAN 6.1
-MOSLEM 12.0
-TOTAL 52.6

(COMMENT: WE BELIEVE IT IS TOO EARLY TO SPEAK ABOUT
AN ARMY-SERBIAN ALLIANCE. KADIJEVIC AT THIS STAGE SEEMS TO
HAVE BEEN MEETING -- OR TRYING TO MEET -- WITH LEADERS OF
THE THREE CLEARLY MOST IMPORTANT PLAYERS IN THE FEDERAL
GAME: SERBIA, CROATIA, AND SLOVENIA.

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THE FACT THAT THE JNA HOLDS VIEWS CLOSER TO THOSE OF
THE JNA, THEREFORE, IS PROBABLY LOOKING AT A RANGE OF OP-
TIONS. WE HAVE NO WAY OF KNOWING WHAT THEY ARE, BUT THEY
PROBABLY INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING. SERBIA DOUBTLESS FUELS
THE PREDILICTION IN THE NORTH TO BELIEVE THE GENERALS ARE
IN CAHOOTS WITH THE SERBS. END COMMENT. )

URGE CIVILIAN INTERVENTION

THE JNA COULD ENCOURAGE CIVILIAN AUTHORITIES TO DO
WHATEVER IT TAKES (INCLUDING ARRESTS OF SEPARATIST-ORI-
ENTED POLITICIANS) TO HOLD THE EXISTING FEDERAL STRUCTURE
TOGETHER -- THE CIVILIANS HOWEVER, DO NOT APPEAR TO HAVE
THE WHEREWITHAL. FOR ONE THING CIVILIAN POLICE WILL SOON
BE UNDER THE AUTHORITY OF NON-COMMUNIST

MINISTERS IN SLOVENIA AND CROATIA. AS FOR THE FEDERA-
TION, “BELGRADE” ASACONCEPT REFLECTING FEDERALAUTHORITY
WITHIN THE COUNTRY IS CLOSE TO BECOMING MEANINGLESS. THE
FEDERAL COMMUNIST PARTY IS DEAD, ALTHOUGH SERBIA (WITH
THE JNA’S HELP) IS TRYING TO KEEP THE RUMP ALIVE. THE FED-
ERAL PRESIDENCY CONSISTS OF MEMBERS WHO SPEAK FOR THEIR
REPUBLICS (AND PROVINCES) , AS DOES THE FEDERAL ASSEMBLY.
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BOTH OF THESE BODIES LEARNED DECISIVELY DURING THE FIGHT
OVER SLOVENIA’" S CONSTITUTIONAL CHANGES THAT THEY HAVE
NO POWER TO FORCE DECISIONS ON A REPUBLIC THROUGH LEGAL
CHANNELS. THE JNA ASIDE, PREMIER ANTE MARKOVIC IS NOW THE
FEDERATION. MARKOVIC HAS LITTLE DIRECT AUTHORITY IN SECU-
RITY MATTERS, HOWEVER. MOREOVER, DESPITE GROWING SUSPI-
CION IN ZAGREB, MARKOVIC IS STILL A CROAT AND, WE SUSPECT,
UNLIKELY TO GIVE HIS BLESSING TO REPRESSIVE FEDERAL ACTION
AGAINST HIS HOME REPUBLIC. FINALLY, WHAT FEW ASSETS FOR LE-
GAL COERCION THAT THE FEDERATION HAS AVAILABLE (PRIMARILY
FEDERAL MILITIA) ARE SMALL AND ALREADY MIRED IN KOSOVO.

THE FEDERATION, PERHAPS, AT MILITARY BERHEST, COULD ACT
TO CHANNEL SEPARATIST SENTIMENT INTO NEGOTIATIONS OVER
THE CONSTITUTIONAL ORDER. ITS POWER WOULD LIE IN CAJOLING
AND REASON, HOWEVER, AND IT COULD NOT SET PRECONDITIONS
SUCH AS RETAINING ELEMENTS PF FEDERALISM MOST LOVED BY
THE MILITARY. IF FUNDAMENTAL REGIONAL DIFFERENCES DO NOT
TEAR YUGOSLAVIA APART IN THE COMING MONTHS, THE CIVILIANS
COULD WELL NEGOTIATE A LOOSE CONFEDERATION ACCEPTABLE
TO ALL REPUBLICS. SLOVENIA' S IDEA OF A CONFEDERATION, HOW-
EVER, LEAVES LITTLE ROOM FOR A UNITED NATIONAL ARMY.

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FRANJO TUDJMAN, FOR HIS PART, TOLD THE GERMAN NEWS-
PAPER “DIE WELT” THAT IF YUGOSLAVIA HELD TOGETHER (ONLY
POSSIBLE, HE SAID, AS CONFEDERATION), THE J]NA WOULD HAVE TO
DISSOLVE INTO A “NATO-LIKE” ALLIANCE OF REPUBLIC ARMIES. A
CIVILIAN “SOLUTION” MIGHT IN THE END LEAVE THE JNA OUT IN
THE COLD.

SHOW OF FORCE

THE JNA COULD MOUNT A SHOW OF FORCE ON THE MODEL OF
ITS KOSOVO ROLE -- ROVING TANK COLUMNS, LOW-FLYING FIGHT-
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ER AIRCRAFT, AND SO ON -- TO DISCOURAGE ANY MOVES TOWARD
SECESSION. ALTHOUGH IT IS POSSIBLE -- BARELY -- THAT A FEDER-
AL MAJORITY ON THE PRESIDENCY MIGHT APPROVE SUCH MOVES,
WE THINK IT COULD ALSO PROVOKE A WALKOUT BY AT LEAST THE
SLOVENE AND CROAT MEMBERS OF THE PRESIDENCY, THUS PRECIP-
ITATING THE VERY SPLIT THE MILITARY ACTION WAS INTENDED TO
AVOID. THE SHARP REACTION IN LJUBLJANA AND ZAGREB TO SEC-
RETARY KADIJEVIC' S VISIT DEMONSTRATE THAT A SHOW OF FORCE
COULD ITSELF PROVOKE FORMAL STEPS TOWARD SECESSION.

PREEMPTIVE STRIKE

THE MILITARY COULD DEPLOY AND ITSELF ARREST NATIONAL-
IST LEADERS BEFORE SLOVENIA OR CROATIA FORMALLY MOVE TO
DISMANTLE FEDERAL POWER OR EVEN SECEDE. THE JNA" S TOLER-
ANCE SO FAR OF A DEMOS VICTORY IN SLOVENIA AND FIRST-ROUND
TUDJMAN VICTORY IN CROATIA SUGGESTS IT WILL ALLOW THE
ELECTIONS IN THOSE REPUBLICS TO RUN THEIR COURSE. THE JNA’
S SPOKESMAN, IN FACT, EMPHASIZED APRIL 25 THAT THE JNA WILL
ACCEPT THE ELECTION RESULTS. THE JNA ANNOUNCED, MOREOVER,
THAT IT WOULD NOT HOLD ANY EXERCISES IN THE NORTHERN RE-
PUBLICS UNTIL THE ELECTIONS ARE OVER -- IN ORDER, IT SAYS, FOR
THE TROOPS TO BE FREE TO VOTE. THERE WHERE, HOWEVER, IN-
DICATIONS THAT SOME CROATIAN RESERVISTS RECEIVED CALL UP
NOTICES COVERING THE ELECTION PERIOD. SOME RESERVISTS AL-
LEGEDLY WERE PRESSURED TO REVEAL FOR WHOM THEY PLANNED
TO VOTE.

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PROTECTION OF THE CONSTITUTIONAL ORDER

THE ARMY COULD DO NOTHING UNLESS SECESSION BECAME A
REALITY AND THEN STRIKE WITH THE DECLARED PURPOSE OF PRO-
TECTING THE CONSTITUTIONAL ORDER. THE SCENARIO WOULD
PROBABLY FOLLOW A FAMILIAR SCRIPT: ARRESTS, OCCUPATION OF
GOVERNMENT BUILDINGS, SEIZURE OF THE RAIL SYSTEM, AND SO
ON.

BLUSTER

FINALLY, THE JNA COULD DECIDE INTERVENTION IS A NO-WIN
PROPOSITION AND RELY ON LOUD THREATS, ADMONITIONS, AND
COMPLAINTS. KADIJEVIC S TRIP MAY HAVE BEEN JUST THAT. SO,
TOO, MAY BE THE CHARGES AGAINST PUCNIK. GIVEN THE CURRENT
MOOD IN SLOVENIA AND JNA’ S PAST DIFFICULTIES IN PROSECUTING
CIVILIANS IN SLOVENIA (THE INFAMOUS “LJUBLJANA FOUR”), THE
JNA PROBABLY DID NOT EXPECT ITS PROSECUTION ATTEMPT TO
SUCCEED. ONE SIGNAL OF THAT MAY BE THAT THE JNA USED THE CI-
VILIAN PROSECUTOR’ S OFFICE RATHER THAN THE MILITARY PROS-
ECUTOR, AS IT DID IN LJUBLJANA FOUR CASE. THE YUGOSLAVS DO
HAVE AN AMAZING KNACK FOR “MUDLLING THROUGH” SEEMINGLY
HOPELESS SITUATIONS. THE GENERALS MIGHT DECIDE TO COUNT
ON THAT. THEY ALSO PRESUMABLY REALIZE THAT A MILITARY “PO-
LICE ACTION” COULD TURN YUGOSLAVIA INTO A PARIAH IN THE
“KINDER, GENTLER” EASTERN EUROPE OF THE 1990S.

WHAT NEXT?

AT THIS STAGE IT IS IMPOSSIBLE TO JUDGE WHICH OPTION MIL-
ITARY WILL CHOOSE; INTERVENTION, THREATS OR ACQUIESCENCE.
MUCH WILL DEPEND ON THE ACTIONS OF THE DEMOS LEADERS AND
ON TUDJMAN, NEITHER OF WHICH, SO FAR, SHOWS MUCH SIGNS OF
MODIFYING THEIR BASIC POSITIONS.

IN A STATEMENT IN THE APRIL 28 “BORBA,” PUCNIK OUTLINED
THE STEPS THAT DEMOS INTEND TO TAKE TO ACHIEVE POLITICAL
AND ECONOMIC SOEVEREINGTY FOR SLOVENIA, WHICH HE NOTED
WOULD SIGNIFY “THE END OF THE CURRENT FEDERAL SYSTEM” IN
YUGOSLAVIA. TUDJMAN, FOR HIS PART, CONTINUES TO MAKE STATE-
MENTS CALLING FOR CONFEDERATION AND ALSO SEEMING TO IN-
DICATE A DESIRE TO TAKE OVER AT LEAST PART OF BOSNIA. IN AN
INTERVIEW IN THE MAY 1 EDITION OF THE ZAGREB WEEKLY DAN-
AS, TUDJMAN SAID HE THOUGHT THE MILITARY WOULD HAVE NO
CHOICE BUT TO ACCEPT HIS PROGRAM BECAUSE IT WOULD BE IM-
POSSIBLE TO OPPOSE DEMOCRATIC CHANGE IN SLOVENIA AND CRO-
ATIAAND THAT AN ARMED INTERVENTION WOULD BE BOTH “DAN-
GEROUS AND FRIUTLESS.”

THE DEMOCRACY CONUNDRUM

THE JNA'S OTHER MAJOR DECISION WILL BE WHETER TO ALLOW
THE SECOND KEY ELEMENT OF TITO' S SYSTEM (A FEDERAL STRUC-
TURE BEING THE FIRST) TO END --COMMUNIST PARTY DOMINATION
OF THE POLITICAL SYSTEM. THE END OF THE COMMUNIST PARTY'S
MONOPOLY ON POLITICAL POWER, EVEN CONSERVATIVE JNA COM-
MENTATORS AGREE, WOULD OF NECESSITY LEAD TO DE-COMMUNI-
ZATION OF THE MILITARY.

ALL SIGNS ARE THAT THE JNA WILL ACCEPT PARLIAMENTARY
DEMOCRACY. THE JNA HAS SAID FOR SOME TIME THAT, WHILE IT
VIEWS MULTI-PARTY DEMOCRACY IN A MULTI-ETHNIC SOCIETY AS
DANGEROUS, IF THE CONSTITUTION PERMITTED SUCH A SYSTEM
THE ARMY WOULD RESPECT THE CONSTITUTION. THE JNA'S LACK
OF CRITICISM OF THE SLOVENE AND CROATIAN ELECTIONS - WHICH
STRICTLY SPEAKING, HAVE NO VALIDITY UNDER THE EXISTING YU-
GOSLAV CONSTITUTION - APPEARS TO SHOW A WILLINGNESS BY
THE GENERALS TO ACCEPT DEMOCRACY EVEN WITHOUT CONSTI-
TUTIONAL ARGUMENTS.
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THE REAL QUESTION MARK, HOWEVER, IS HOW THE JNA WILL
DEAL WITH ITS OWN DEPOLITICIZATION. OUR COLLEAGUES ESTI-
MATE THAT MAJORITY OF THE SENIOR OFFICERS CORPS OPPOSES
REMOVAL OF THE COMMUNIST PARTY ORGANIZATION NOW INTE-
GRAL TO THE ARMY'S STRUCTURE. ACCORDING TO THE APRIL 18
“BORBA,” HOWEVER, THE FEC UNDER PRIME MINISTER MARKOVIC
HAD “ADOPTED A PLATFORM” FOR THE OPERATIONS OF THE FEC
AND ITS ORGANS AND INSTITUTIONS IN A MULTI-PARTY POLITICAL
SYSTEM, THAT WOULD REQUIRE THE “DEPOLITICIZATION” OF THE
FEDERAL GOVERNMENT.

AT AN FEC PRESS CONFERENCE APRIL 19, THE GOVERNMENT
CONFIRMED ITS INTENTION, AS PART OF THIS PROCESS, TO DEPO-

PLICATED” AND WILL DEMAND TIME AND PATIENCE.

WHILE DIFFERENCES WITHIN THE JNA' S RANKS ARE VIRTU-
ALLY INVISIBLE TO OUTSIDERS, WE BELIEVE THAT SPLITS DO EX-
IST ON THE QUESTION. ADMIRAL PETAR SIMIC*, IRONICALLY, WHO
WAS HEAD OF JNA PARTY ORGANIZATION UNTIL HIS RECENT DEATH,
REPORTEDLY WAS A FORCE OF MODERATION. HE WAS ONE OF THE
FIRST SENIOR OFFICERS TO CONCEDE THAT DE-COMMUNIZATION
OF THE JNA IS CONCEIVABLE. CHIEF OF STAFF ADZIC NOW APPEARS
TO BE POINTMAN FOR THE COMMUNIST HARDLINERS, AND A SERB
NATIONALIST TO BOOT. DEFENSE SECRETARY KADIJEVIC IS SAID TO
STRADLLE THE FENCE.

THE DEPOLITICIZATION QUESTION COMES AT A DIFFICULT TIME
FOR GENERALS CONTEMPLATING OTHER EXISTENTIAL QUESTIONS
SUCH AS UNRAVELLING OF THE FEDERATION, GROWING POPULAR
